	Changes to Revenue's AEP System with effect from 1st July 2009

The July 2009 changes arise from new requirements at EU level concerning the identification and checking of consignments for safety and security reasons. In summary, there will be: 

· Changes to the AEP system, and 

· The establishment of a European Union wide Economic Operators
Registration and Identification (EORI) system.

The AEP changes from 1 July 2009 relate primarily to the additional data
required at export but as previously indicated, it is important to note that import
SADs will also be affected. All current traders will have to upgrade their software
to take account of the AEP changes in relation to additional/changed data
elements and also to take account of the new range of messages that will be
issued by the AEP system.
 
The basic purpose of EORI is to establish a system whereby every trader who
interacts with Customs Authorities in any Member State of the EU is allocated a
unique reference number. This reference number will be valid throughout the EU
and will serve as a common reference number for the trader's interaction with the
Customs Authorities of any Member State. The number will have to be used by
traders in all import and export declarations with effect from 1 July 2009. It will
also be used for the exchange of information between the Customs authorities of
the EU, and where appropriate, between Customs and other authorities e.g.
statistical authorities.

Samskip Extends Online Customer Services
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Samskip Multimodal Container Logistics has redesigned its electronic services and extended its online customer service capabilities.
 
Samskip now offers two different types of e-services: the new Service Web and direct EDI possibilities.
 
The Samskip Service Web is a web-based application that enables customers to logon to their accounts anywhere, anytime for direct access to information concerning their shipments with Samskip.
 
The Service Web provides a full service enabling online bookings, track & trace, overviews of shipments and invoices.
 
The new online services should be regarded as a natural extension of the existing Samskip customer service teams.
 
Besides the Service Web, Samskip also offers various EDI possibilities, which are particularly attractive for customers who ship large volumes with Samskip. When using EDI, the customer's system communicates directly with Samskip's system to exchange information about bookings, shipment statuses and invoices.



DHL Launches Europe-Middle East Road Freight Service
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DHL now offers an attractive alternative to air- and ocean freight between Europe and the Middle East.
 
For shipments to and from the fast-growing Middle East region, DHL customers can now choose the most suitable mode of transport depending on the time/cost restraints associated with each individual shipment.
 
Road transportation within DHL Freight's network means lower costs and easier processes than airfreight and shorter transit times than ocean freight.
 
"With this new choice, it is really worthwhile for our European customers with clients in the Middle East region to take another look at their shipment structure," says DHL Freight CEO Thomas George.
 
In the Middle East region, DHL operates sixteen major distribution centres, a number of local terminals and a modern truck fleet.
 
To guarantee short transit times, all European shipments are consolidated in thirteen major gateways and forwarded to the Transit Centre in Istanbul. From there, the cargo is fed into the Middle East network.
 
Each shipment is assigned a unique code and can be tracked online. In addition, DHL takes care of all admin work, such as customs clearance, letters of credit and all risk-insurance services.
 
With access to the larger DHL network, DHL Freight customers can benefit from further synergies when it comes to courier services, warehousing solutions as well as air and ocean freight.

Proposed EU Levy Could Affect Haulage Firms' Costs
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Haulage and air firms could see increased costs to their working capital if a new proposed EU transport directive gains favour as reported by Irish Trucker.
 
The "Eurovignette" directive which is set to be sent by the European Commission to all MEPs for their consideration is hoping to implement a 'cost to society' of the operations of transport companies. This cost would include CO2 emissions, road crashes and congestion. The proposal is set to levy on air and road transport by a few cent per kilometer to ensure that companies "internalize the full external costs". 
 
The thinking behind the proposal is to get more haulage diverted to rail which they belief is a more environmentally friendly. Ireland West MEP Jim Higgins is stringently opposed to the proposal pointing out that for a country like Ireland a few cent per kilometre would mount up to a sizeable financial commitment. 
 
His opposition is being backed by MEPs from Portugal and Spain who have also expressed concern at their own geographical location within the Union. Mr Higgins is hoping to obtain the backing of the European Parliament's transport committee when they meet next week in Brussels prior to a full sitting of the parliament in Strasbourg next March.

Hoyer Ireland Expands
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HOYER Ireland, part of the HOYER-Group, one of the worldwide leading tank-container operators, takes over the Cork based subsidiary SCL Transport Ltd, part of the Irish South Coast Transport Group in Fermoy.  This company concentrates the ISO tank and box-container business of the South Coast Group.
 
"The take-over of SCL Transport optimises our network, improves the utilisation of the transport lanes to & from Ireland and fits perfectly into the structure of the HOYER-Group", HOYER-CEO Ortwin Nast explains the acquisition. HOYER will take over the shares with effect from 5th January 2009. This transaction includes the acquisition of the entire ISO tank and box-container business of South Coast by HOYER, which will be continued as before with existing employees. The company currently operates approximately 350 tank-containers.
Other business of the South Coast Group will remain unaffected by the sale and continue as normal.
 
HOYER, which has its head office in Hamburg, is one of the leading bulk logistics companies worldwide and an international partner to the chemical, gas and foodstuff industries. The family-owned company operates in more than 80 countries and last year generated a turnover of approximately EUR 935 million with its 5,400 employees.


Containerships To Include Riga

Leading short-sea carrier Containerships will add Riga as direct regular port of call. The first call is on Monday 5th January 2009, at Riga Universal Terminal.
The line will provide weekly calls linking Rīga with Teesport (UK) and Rotterdam. A 1.000 TEU vessel will operate this new service. A second weekly call is planned as soon as possible. 
 
"By adding Rīga Containerships now offer the best shortsea service to or from the Baltic States as we now have four calls a week at Klaipeda and will soon have two calls a week at Rīga. Services are not limited to just Teesport and Rotterdam - other ports served are Ghent (Belgium), Tilbury (South UK) and Hamburg. Rīga is a significant hub for transit cargoes into Central Asia, but equally important Rīga is the very centre of the Baltic States and a consumer centre in its own right. By calling at the new Rīga Universal Terminal, where vehicle turn round time is less than 30 minutes, Containerships will gain competitiveness for local collections and deliveries for the Latvian and Estonian markets" says Martin Dale, Commercial Director for the Baltics and Poland.
 
"Including Riga in our sailing system also enlarges the range of possibility for deliveries into the Russia market as Containerships now offers connections via St. Petersburg, Helsinki, Riga and Klaipeda be it by road or railway. This is in line with the market's requirement and we have already received very positive feedbacks from our customers" Adds Martin Dale
